MMY24 - MIYAKOJIMA WALKING TOUR 1 @

Duration: approx. 2.5 hours

From the port, your first stop will be the Head Tax Stone, a pillar measuring 1.43 meters tall. It was utilized to levy
taxes on men and women aged between 15 and 50 who stood taller than the stone. Men were required to pay in
rice, whereas women could pay in either rice or cloth. The revenues from this tax were used to support the
administration of the Ryukyu Kingdom. Next, you will take a walk to Miyako Shrine which was established in 1590
and is a renowned shrine at the southern tip of Japan. Enshrined within it are the Kumano Sanjin (three gods of
Kumano) and Toyomi Koshin Sanjin (three gods of abundant harvest). Miyako Shrine hosts annual rituals, as well as
events like the Miyako Island Summer Festival and the Harvest Festival for abundant crops.
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MMY25 MIYAKOJIMA WALKING TOUR 2 @

Duration: approx. 2.5 hours

Enjoy walking around the nearby beach called Painagama beach. The soft, powdery white sand stretches for 3
kilometers, resembling fine snow and creating a breathtakingly beautiful scene. The waves are gentle and people
can fish, swim, and take leisurely walks there.

1SG29 - EXPLORATION OF ISHIGAKI ®

Duration: approx. 5.5 hours

Tamatorizaki Observation Deck is an observation platform offering nice views of Cape Tamatori, Ibaruma Bay,
Ishigaki's hilly northern peninsula and the emerald blue ocean with its coral reefs. At your next stop, small figurines
are sold as souvenirs while big giant sculptures can be found scattered around the Shisa Garden. A shisa is a cross
between a lion and a dog in Okinawan folklore that you can see almost everywhere on the island. It's a spacious
park filled with big colorful shisa figures among nature. It is also very popular as a photo spot! Kabira Bay is the one
of the best sightseeing spots in Japan, known for its beautiful emerald waters and white sand. Lastly, Ishigaki’s
public market can be found in Euglena mall, located in downtown Ishigaki. You can take your lunch here by
yourself. Also, you can buy all sorts of souvenir items and local food here such as fresh fruits, vegetables, fish and
spices. Visit the stores from the 1st floor to the 3rd floor and check out the rest of the stores close by. It’s a truly
perfect place for you to do your shopping on the island!
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ISG30 - YAIMAMURA VILLAGE & CAVE ®

Duration: approx. 5 hours

Our bus will bring us to the Ishigaki Yaimamura Village that features a number of 80-100 years old traditional
houses of the Yaeyama area that have been removed from their original sites and carefully rebuilt for educational
purposes. Each displaying a side of the local heritage. There are also several typical gardens, including one
dedicated to the kawaii mascot of the place, the squirrel monkey. Your next stop will be the Ishigaki Island
Stalactite Cave which was formed throughout over 200,000 years ago and nowadays the illuminations displayed
there create an even more fantastic space. Enjoy the world’s first stalactite cave illuminations that complement
the natural sculptures of water and stone of stalactite cave. At your last stop, you will visit MaxValu Supermarket
where you can have your fill of shopping for souvenirs and other items!
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ISG31 - KABIRA BAY (GLASS BOAT) & ISHIGAKI-YAKI POTTERY STUDIO @

Duration: approx. 6 hours

Kabira Bay is the one of the best sightseeing spots in Japan, known for its beautiful emerald waters and white sand.
Although swimming is not allowed here, you can still take a pleasant walk on the sandy beach and enjoy the
fantastic view. You will also get to enjoy a ride on a glass-bottom boat where you can see corals and various fish
swimming just below. Then, you will go to Ishigaki-yaki Pottery Studio, Bringing such an object home, your life will
be a life with sea views every day. The sea view of Ishigaki Island is burned in different shades of blue. No matter
when you look at the works of Ishigaki yaki, the blue sea will appear before your eyes. At your last stop, you will
MaxValu Supermarket where you can have your fill of shopping for souvenirs and other items!
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KEE50 — TAIPEI NATIONAL PALACE MUSEUM & CHIANG KAI-SHEK MEMORIAL HALL @

Duration: approx. 5.5 hours

Discover some of the most notable landmarks of Taiwan (China) on an extended half-day outing that includes visits
to the National Palace Museum, the Chiang Kai-shek Memorial Hall and more. After boarding a coach for a 50-minute
transfer to the National Palace Museum, you'll enjoy about 1.5 hours visiting this world-class museum housing an
eclectic collection of treasures held by generations of emperors who ruled from the Forbidden City. Designed in the
style of a palace in northern China, it houses hundreds of thousands of historical relics that make up the world's
most comprehensive and valuable collection of ancient Chinese artefacts. The entire collection covers 5.000 years
of China's historical and artistic achievements. Next on the list, is a visit to the magnificent monument to
Generalissimo Chiang Kai-shek. This memorial Hall was built in memory of Chiang Kai-shek, the first president of the
Republic of China. Work on the hall began in 1976, a year after President Chiang passed away. Admire the imposing
building with its blue roof, representing the dominant colours in the ROC flag and the emblem of the Chinese
Nationalist Party adorning the vaulted ceiling. You'll also see the bronze statue of Chiang looking west symbolically
to the Presidential Office Building and mainland China and the large square in front of the Hall. After your cultural
visits, treat yourself to some time for shopping. A short walk will take you to a shop where you can buy Taiwanese
specialities and accessories or authentic Taiwanese tea as a souvenir of your trip to Taiwan. And to conclude the
excursion and before returning to the port, you will move to the Taipei Xinyi area where the Taipei 101 stands. With
a height of 309 metres, it is currently the tallest building in Taipei. A short stop outside this iconic building will allow
you to take photos to show your friends. Please note: Limited number of guides in languages other than Japanese.

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KEE51 — TAIPEI 101 OBSERVATORY & LUNGSHAN TEMPLE

Duration: approx. 5 hours

Ancient and modern, past and future are the thin thread that unites this half-day excursion. Prepare to go from the
splendour of the ancient Lungshan Temple to the modernity of the city's iconic skyscraper. Leaving the ship, a coach
transfer will take you to the Taipei Xinyi area where Taipei 101 is located. And if standing at its base you will be
impressed by what is currently the tallest building in Taipei City, with a height of 509 metres, you will be left
breathless when you look out onto the panoramic terrace located at 382 metres. Also called the 'observatory!, it
offers breathtaking views of the city and will delight all social media enthusiasts. Undoubtedly a unique opportunity
to take suggestive photos or selfies. Another attraction not to be missed is the large yellow 'wind damper'. This is a
device that protects the building and prevents it from shaking in the event of an earthquake or strong wind.
Moreover, it reduces the noise. It is clearly visible from the observatory floor. Before stepping back in history and
leaving Taipei 101, you head to a shop to buy some typical accessories or authentic Taiwanese tea. The second part
of the excursion takes you to 1738, the year the Lungshan Temple was built by people from Fujian, China. During the
visit, you will admire the main hall dedicated to the Bodhisattva Guanyin, the back hall dedicated to Mazu, the
guiding goddess of Taiwan, the god of learning, Wenchang Dijun, the god of fertility and the god of trade and business,
Emperor Guansheng. A fusion of Buddhism and Taoism, this temple holds more than 100 deities, including the god
of love: the old man under the moon. But it is above all the splendid architecture that characterises the temple that
will fascinate you: the ceiling of the main hall and the carvings on the stone pillars are truly impressive. After visiting
the temple and absorbing the energy it exudes, you will return to Keelung port. Please note: Limited number of
guides in languages other than Japanese.

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KEE52 — DISCOVER LUNGSHAN TEMPLE & THE SONGSHAN CULTURAL AND THE CREATIVE PARK

Duration: approx. 5.5 hours

Your half-day excursion begins with a 50-minute coach drive back to the past to visit one of the most popular spot
in Taipei. After leaving the coach, you will feel like being back in 1738, the year the Lungshan Temple was built by
people from Fujian, China. During the visit, you will admire the main hall dedicated to the Bodhisattva Guanyin, the
back hall dedicated to Mazu, the guiding goddess of Taiwan, the god of learning, Wenchang Dijun, the god of fertility
and the god of trade and business, Emperor Guansheng. A fusion of Buddhism and Taoism, this temple holds more
than 100 deities, including the god of love: the old man under the moon. But it is above all the splendid architecture
that characterises the temple that will fascinate you: the ceiling of the main hall and the carvings on the stone pillars
are truly impressive. After visiting the temple and absorbing the energy it exudes, you will head to a shop to buy
some typical accessories or authentic Taiwanese tea. Next, prepare your camera as the next attraction is worthy
more than one photograph. At the Taipei Xinyi area you will find yourself at the foot of Taipei 101, currently the
tallest building in the city. A short stop outside this iconic building 509 metres tall will allow you to take photos to
show your friends or for your social media galleries. Last but not the least, is a visit to The Songshan Cultural and
Creative Park, a former tobacco factory that was completed in 1937. Although it suffered little damage from
American air raids, production is continued. The warehouse used to store tobacco raw materials and products, and
currently there are five remaining buildings that are used as spaces for exhibitions and events. The atrium in the
centre of the building of the tobacco factory used to be a park-like space where employees could use as a dance
ground. Today, there is a small grocery store & workshop in the old building and there are cafes and department
stores in the factory grounds. The tour concludes with the return to Keelung and your ship. Please note: Limited
number of guides in languages other than Japanese.

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KEE53 — HIGHLIGHTS OF KEELUNG & YEHLIU GEOPARK
Duration: approx. 4 hours, 40 minutes

Enjoy half a day off the ship on a tour that takes you to two parks and Jinshan Old Street in the port town of Keelung.
A short coach transfer will first see you reach Chung Cheng Park, an oasis of lush greenery that is home to several
recreational facilities. You will soon be amazed by the white Guanyin statue, the goddess of mercy, about 22.5
metres tall, and two large golden lions standing in front of it, creating a very impressive sight. You will have about
half an hour to visit the park. The Big Buddha Temple is located inside the park, and as soon as you pass through the
gate of this temple, you will see a golden Maitreya Bodhisattva sitting with a big smile. Before leaving this place,
enjoy a lovely view of the city and the port of Keelung from the park square. Your next stop will be one of the most
popular tourist attractions in the northern part of the island and the North Coast: Yehliu Geopark. Forming part of
the Yehliu Promontory, the park is known for its curiously hoodoo stones shaped by erosion over the years, some of
which have been given such evocative names as the Queen's Head - said to be about 4000 years old -, Fairy Shoe
and Beehive. A 1.5-hour break at the park will let you to check out the amazing rock formations, after which you'll
head for "Jinshan Old Street". This place has a history of about 300 years, is the only old street remaining on the
northern coast and has long been a collection and distribution centre for agricultural products and seafood harvested
in the surrounding area. The old street is not very big, but there are shops selling locally famous sweets, shaved ice,
seasonal vegetables, clothes, daily necessities and is famous for its excellent wooden handicrafts and bamboo
artwork. Also, be sure to try some of the delicious local sweet potatoes before returning to the coach for the trip
back to the ship.

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KEE54 — JUIFEN & PINGXI SKY LANTERN@
Duration: approx. 4 hours, 40 minutes

A scenic trip to a mountain village and a chance to take part in an ancient custom await you on this appealing half-
day outing, which begins with a 50-minute coach transfer to reach the hillside village of Juifen (or Chiufen). There is
a theory about the origin of the name which literally means "nine portions". In the past, this area was a small village
of 9 households, and food and daily necessities were divided into 9 batches and transported. At the end of the 19
century, a gold vein was discovered, and when mining began during the Japanese colonial period, the number of
households gradually increased, and it became known as "Little Shanghai." However, after the war, the amount of
gold mined decreased, and finally the mine was closed in 1971, and the vitality of this area also disappeared. Then,
the village has drawn visitors due to its similarity to the townscape featured in the Japanese anime film "Spirited
Away". You'll have just over about two hours to take a look around before you continue on to Shi Ding area to take
part in a popular local tradition dating back to the time when people immigrated here from mainland China. The
Shifen Sky Lantern Festival is a symbolic tourist attraction of northern of the island, attracting many visitors from
everywhere. So, take your lantern, write your wish, and let it fly into the sky but make sure to choose the correct
colour, as every wish is linked to a different lantern colour. It is said that the higher the sky lantern is, the more your
wish will come true. After this suggestive experience, board the coach and return to your ship. Please note: Limited
number of guides in languages other than Japanese. Should a tour guide for your language be unavailable, the tour
will be in Japanese only. Juifen old street is narrow, crowded and with stairs; guests of limited mobility are requested
to evaluate their personal level of stamina and ability before taking part.

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KEE55 — THE MOUNTAIN VILLAGE OF JUIFEN & TEA EXPERIENCE @
Duration: approx. 5 hours

A trip to the mountain village of Jiufen (Chiufen) is on the itinerary of this appealing half-day tour, which begins with
a scenic roughly 50-minute coach ride. Deriving from a Hokkien word meaning "nine portions", the name of the
village goes back to the early days of the Qing Dynasty (1644-1912) when Juifen was inhabited by only nine families,
resulting in orders for supplies of nine portions of everything. At the end of the 19™ century, a gold vein was
discovered, and when mining began during the Japanese colonial period, the number of households gradually
increased, and it became known as "Little Shanghai." However, after the war, the amount of gold mined decreased,
and finally the mine was closed in 1971, and the vitality of this area also disappeared. Then, the village has drawn
visitors due to its similarity to the townscape featured in the Japanese anime film "Spirited Away". You'll have just
over about two hours to take a look around before visiting Juifen's old street. The town is also very famous for
enjoying tea, and tea houses line up along the old street and the staircase street of Suqgi Road. Soak up the old-world
atmosphere visiting the most eye-catching tea houses, Amei Teahouse, to take part in a tea experience. Built in the
style of Yubaba's spa house from Japanese anime film "Spirited Away.", this is undoubtedly the tea house not to
miss. And as Jiufen is a mountain town, you will also have a chance to admire the beautiful scenery of the green
mountains and the sea in the distance. The return route to your ship will then give you another chance to soak up
lovely drive-by views. Please note: Limited number of guides in languages other than Japanese. Should a tour guide
for your language be unavailable, the tour will be in Japanese only.

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KEE56 — CKS MEMORIAL, TEA EXPERIENCE & FOOT MASSAGE @

massage and you will have a full-day excursion not to miss. After boarding a coach for a 50-minute transfer, you'll
reach Taipei's Zhongzheng district, where the Chiang Kai-shek Memorial Hall is located. This memorial Hall was built
in memory of Chiang Kai-shek, the first president of the Republic of China and works on the hall began in 1976, a
year after President Chiang passed away. You'll admire the imposing building with its blue roof, representing the
dominant colours in the ROC flag and the emblem of the Chinese Nationalist Party adorning the vaulted ceiling. You'll
also see the bronze statue of Chiang looking west symbolically to the Presidential Office Building and mainland China
and the large square in front of the Hall. After your cultural visits, it is time to soak up the ancient traditions of Taiwan
(China). Tea tradition has a history of about 300 years, and it is said that it was brought in by immigrants from Fuanxi,
Quanzhou, Fujian in the 1700s. During the Japanese colonial period, tea cultivation flourished due to the pioneering
efforts of many companies so that the oolong tea became one of the island's leading exports. Currently improved,
there are various teas such as high mountain tea, Tocho oolong tea, and Oriental beauty tea so do choose your
favourite one for a tasting and do not forget to also buy some as a souvenir of this ancient tradition. Next, it is time
for more relaxation experience foot massage. it is said that the history of foot massage has been used as a treatment
for more than 2.500 years. It all began when Joseph Qigster massaged the soles of his own feet and completely cured
knee joint pain caused by chronic rheumatism. Today, it is one of the healing therapies that you want to experience
before ending this excursion and returning to the port.
